	English 
Sensory Starter: Action rhyme: Tommy Thumb (an find on YouTube)

Cut out a starfish shape from card, let child decorate it, make holes around the edge, give pupils a string or wool and get them to thread the holes.
	English
Shark in the dark: Nick Sharrett                            – use the book or watch version:  Bedtime stories for kids on Youtube.

Pupils should trace the shark I have sent home and if possible trace the word too.
	Maths

Baby shark – Baby Bum songs on Youtube
Order the numbered sharks I sent home, forwards and then backwards.
	SCERTS / Maths

Cooperate with a partner

Set up a little shop, put prices on toys up to 10p. Get pupils to buy the toys using 1p coins.
	Maths

Number song: 10 Little sail boats (Super simple songs on You tube)

Use boats in small bowl of water, number the boats and ask pupils to catch the correct number using a net or slotted spoon etc.

	SCERTS / PSED / Communication

Set up a sensory water play area (a bowl will do) and add any fish, creatures, shells, and boats that you may have. You can add blue food colouring too. Get pupils to pass things, wait for turns, request items. 
	Phonics

Fill socks with things that make sounds – paper, rice, small balls, wooden beads, keys etc. Be sure to fasten the top with string or wool. Make sounds, can child guess what it is? You could have a band and play tunes together.
	Phonics

During your daily exercise, give pupil a stick or twig – get them to tap on different surfaces as you walk and listen to the different sounds.
	Phonics/Reading: Share a book
 See if pupils can find small details in pictures.

If possible you can extend this by asking pupils to find an object beginning with a certain sound.
	SCERTS / PSED

Cooperate and communicate with a partner (this can be a parent or a sibling). Play pass the parcel. You could hide a sea creature in each layer and name when they are found.

	SCERTS / PD

Practise putting on your socks and shoes.

Practise putting on your coat and fastening it.
	SCERTS / PD

Think about how different sea creatures move and then you move like they do. Show pupils the sea creature pictures I sent home last week. Think about fish, crabs, eels, octopus and sharks. Mums and dads – I think you should have a go too!
	SCERTS / PD

You may have a sensory parachute at home, if not use a small, light sheet or throw. Hold the sides and move it up and down like waves. Extend by putting any soft toy sea creatures you have in the middle and make them swim in the waves.
	SCERTS / PD

Use big paint brushes and water to paint on the outside wall or on the patio – paint waves, use big sweeping movements of the brush. If it rains you can do this with paint inside and if you have any spare wallpaper try using big pieces of this.
	SCERTS / Communicate with a partner(s)

Use the telephone to call a member of the family and chat, it may be that your child can only listen, but if you explain this before the call is made, it will be good. You could ring me in school!

	
SCERTS / Expressive arts

Make a shark using newspaper and paint – (photo below for you to look at). Pupils can rip the paper if you do not have safety scissors. This does not have to be perfect so please don’t worry, it is just important that pupils take part.

Use the pack I have sent home to sort light & dark activities.
