Enlivening Stories and songs:
Choose one of my favourite stories and make noises to illustrate events in the story e.g. sea sounds, running sounds etc. Get me to copy.
	SCERTS: Cooperate and communicate with a partner

Use the large scene that you painted last week and draw squares from one end to the other, leading to a big cave. Have a dinosaur each and use a dice to move your dinosaurs along the squares to the cave.

Give me lots of little jobs to do around the house – all the children in our class are used to doing jobs and do them very well!

Practise putting on socks and shoes, and coat. Practise fastening the coat.

Play follow my leader and take turns at being a leader e.g. touch toes twice, clap hands 3 times, turn around etc.
	SCERTS / PD 
Use Little Baby Bum on Youtube and type in movement songs – you will get a large range and they are all fun to move to.
	SCERTS / PD

Blow a balloon up and see how long you can pass it to each other, keeping it in the air – if you do not have a balloon, you can do this with a light ball.
	SCERTS / PD
Put a bucket of water at one end of the garden and an empty bucket at the other end. Give children a plastic cup and get them to run and move the water in the cup until the empty bucket is full.

	
Expressive arts / Sensory

Cut out bone shapes and let pupils stick on cotton wool or let them rip up white paper, screw it up and stick on the bones.

Bury the bones in sand and let children dig them up. Talk about dinosaurs living a long, long time ago and how we know about them from bones being dug up.
