Use the fish wish sheet & symbols to make a wish (choose from the symbols, cut out & stick onto the fish sheet & then trace the word below). These will be in the pack I sent home.
	English
Use the shells with trace patterns I sent home to practise pencil coordination. 
	Maths

Number songs – Super simple songs on Youtube
Practise writing numbers on pieces of paper – this could be copying or tracing. Then order the numbers forwards and backwards.

Cooperate with a partner

Hide the different size fish (sent previously) around the house and then let pupils hunt for them. When they have found them, get them to match the pairs by size.

	SCERTS / PSED / Communication

Use the action cards in this week’s pack and ask pupils to do the actions on them.  If they struggle, you should model the actions for them.
	Phonics: Enlivening Stories and songs: 

Use Humpty Dumpty, and as we sing the song make appropriate noises – banging for Humpty falling, crying, galloping for horses, etc. Repeat the activity using If you’re happy – use lots of different body actions and noises
	Phonics: Enlivening Stories and songs

Choose one of my favourite stories and make noises to illustrate events in the story e.g. sea sounds, running sounds etc. Get me to copy.
	Phonics/Reading: Share a book

 See if pupils can find small details in pictures.

If possible you can extend this by asking pupils to find objects around the house

Use the action cards in this week’s pack and ask pupils to do the actions on them.  If they struggle, you should model the actions for them.

Use 2 plastic cups and string to make a DIY telephone (see picture below).

Pupils can use these to listen or to speak with siblings or parents.

Cooperate with a partner

Play follow my leader and take turns at being a leader e.g. touch toes twice, clap hands 3 times, turn around etc.
	SCERTS / PD 

Use Little Baby Bum on Youtube and type in movement songs – you will get a large range and they are all fun to move to.
	SCERTS / PD

Make a simple posting box like the one shown below, which is made from an instant gravy tub. Get pupils to post coins through the hole – this is a great activity for developing fine motor skills.

Use dough and dry spaghetti to make a stand like the one shown below. Pupils can then thread things like beads or cheerios onto the spaghetti. This is another good activity for fine motor development

	
SCERTS / Expressive arts / English

Use the colour symbols and I want symbol in this week’s pack, to get pupils to ask for colours when decorating the octopus (also in the pack). You can use any mark making tools you choose e.g. crayons, paint etc.

Use playdough to make a big ball. Then make 8 tentacles using playdough sausages. Press in eyes using a pencil. Take a photograph and put on Tapestry
