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Write letters on bricks, get pupils to spell or copy their names
	Maths

Maths song: Shapes songs on YouTube               

Identifying shapes
Cut out lots of shapes and make pictures of objects such as cars with them, get pupils to name them
	Maths

Maths song: Capacity
Use different containers (plastic drinking glasses are good) – fill them with coloured water to different levels and get pupils to indicate which are: full, empty, which has the most
	SCERTS: Obstacle Course
Create an obstacle course in the garden, you can use anything for this – tubes, bean bags, balls etc. If you need any ideas have a look on pintrest,
Pupils should be encouraged to move in different ways e.g. jump, crawl, slide etc.
	English: fine motor skills
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Cut out a shell shape and get pupils to wrap wool around it – good for fine motor development.

	SCERTS / PSED

Use puppets to encourage children to interact and communicate with you or with each other 
	Phonics

Begin to get pupils to match lower case and capital letters – cut out both types of the alphabet on small squares of paper and get them to match
	Phonics

Put a range of objects in front of your child (beginning with s or a) 
Play I Spy: I spy with my little eye something beginning with a (or S)
	SCERTS: Make a sandwich
Get pupils to make a sandwich – they have done this in school before and know the steps, but draw simple instructions for them, get them to share with siblings at lunch time
	SCERTS / PSED
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Cook spaghetti in coloured water, rinse it with cold water as soon as it is cooked to remove starch & use in sensory play

	SCERTS / PD
Put sand in a small tray and write a or s on shells or card shaped like shells, bury in the sand – get pupils to pick them out of the sand with tweezers or a peg and sort them into 2 piles
	SCERTS: Cooperate with a partner

Play simple relay games in pairs/groups in the garden – one child (or parent) grabs something out of a bucket and runs to pupil at the other end of the garden and gives them the object. The pupil runs back to the bucket and puts the item in. 
	SCERTS / PD 
If the weather is nice, complete water play in the garden – try to move boats using different things e.g. paper fans, plastic plates wafting air, blowing down straws etc.
	SCERTS / PD

 Use water, decorating rollers and big brushes outside to ‘paint’ the floor or the walls – you could use very weak children’s blue paint (water based) and make the sea (the rain will wash it away if you make it weak enough)

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Use lentils or rice with paper towel tubes, spoons, cups

	
Expressive arts: Fish

Freeze cubes of coloured children’s paint and let pupils paint with it, it will be a short activity and best done on a warm day
	Expressive arts
Decorate lots of card shells or fish and allow them to dry before adding sequins or anything else you have to decorate
	SCERTS: Cooperate with a partner
Play board games together and work on taking turns and being patient.
	Knowledge and Understanding of the World.

Use the fish or shells you made earlier in the week and punch holes at the top of them, get pupil to thread ribbon or string through and make a mobile for their bedroom

Use playdough and tools to make shapes
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
