	English 
Using sand or rice and using their index finger, pupils should draw fish, star fish, shells, waves etc. Pupils can then write ‘fish’ etc in the sand/rice.

If pupils find this difficult, they can trace over your word in the sand/rice.

Commotion in the ocean: Giles Andreae – use the book or watch on Youtube.

Pupils should name or find the creatures in the book or on screen.

Cooperate with a partner

Place numbers on paper in different places in the garden (or in the room). Shout a number and pupils should hop, jump or run to the number.

	English 
Choose a different colour every day and get pupils to find things in the home or garden that are that colour. Pupils should be encouraged to name the items. If they cannot verbally name items you should say “Find the ….”

	SCERTS / PSED / Communication
Pupils should continue to use the word or symbol for help across situations. Please try to make as many situations as possible that require pupils to communicate with you in this way. Another copy of the symbol is below.
	Phonics

Making sounds: banging on drum / pans – can I copy the number of times you bang, can I copy a pattern e.g. 1 bang, 2 bangs, 1 bang?
*Apologies in advance for the headaches!
	Phonics: Secret Box 
Hide items that make noise in a box, give me a matching set. Make a noise with an item in the box, can I find the matching item?
	Phonics: Sound safari
When exercising in the park or garden, ask pupils to listen and name what they hear. If they do not seem to notice the noises, please make them stop and listen.

Cooperate and communicate with a partner (this can be a parent or a sibling)

Play a simple game e.g. skittles

Practise putting on your socks and shoes.

Practise putting on your coat and fastening it.

Move around the garden / house making different movements e.g. hopping, jumping etc. Get me to copy.

Move around the garden / house making different movements but this time let me lead the way.

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Salt Dough/ Playdough

Recipe
2 cups flour

1 cup salt

1 cup water

Method

1. Mix together the flour and salt in a large mixing bowl.

2. If desired, add 5-10 drops of food colouring to 1 cup of water.

3. Stir the water into the flour and salt in the large bowl.

4. Roll out the dough on a flat surface and knead it together. It should be soft and pliable. 

5. Make models.

6. The dough can be left to air dry or dried in a low oven 120-150oC. The time the dough takes to dry will depend on the size and thickness of the model.
