Dance / Freeze Game
Dance when the music is on, freeze when it stops.
(This is great for attention and listening)
	Maths

Maths song: Number songs               (Super simple on Youtube)

Use the pegasaurus made last week but write numbers on the pegs & get pupils to put them on the dinosaur in the correct order (use numbers appropriate for your child).
	Maths

Maths song: Colours song

Circles of card or paper plates – colour a circle on one side. Place them on the floor colour side up & look at them for a few minutes. Turn them over & ask for a colour, see if you can recall the position.
	SCERTS 
Sensory Circuit
Use some of the activities on the school website to make a sensory circuit e.g. wheelbarrow walking, using scooter-pushing with 1 leg, 2 person row your boat, etc.
	English/Communication 

Download & print colouring sheets, something like a simple farm scene. If you cannot do this, draw a simple scene. Give your child a range of coloured pencils or crayons. Get them to listen & give simple instructions e.g. colour barn red, colour bird blue.

	SCERTS / PSED
Build a den or put up a tent. Role play – this can be anything: a dinosaur hunt, camping, teddy bear’s picnic. Use your imagination & get everyone involved, have fun & use lots of language, leaving spaces for pupils to respond.
	Phonics

Write lower case letters of the alphabet on small pieces of card (2 sets) and get pupils to dig them out with a spoon. Get them to match the pairs of letters.      If your child struggles, just use a few letters.
	Phonics

Use 1 set of yesterday’s lower case letters and add 1 set of capital letters. Get pupils to dig for them again and then match the pairs – they will need some support with this.
	SCERTS: Cooperate and communicate with a partner

Put warm water in bowls outside & get children to work together to wash some clothes (socks & small items). Then get them to peg them on a line or stand.
	SCERTS / PSED

Give me lots of little jobs to do around the house – all the children in our class are used to doing jobs and do them very well!
This week draw a little timetable of 3 new jobs for me to do.

	SCERTS / PD
Give pupils hard boiled or plastic eggs & a spoon. Have egg and spoon races. You can develop this by then adding some obstacles e.g. cushions to go around.
	SCERTS: Cooperate with a partner
Water in a big bowl or the water tray. Get each child to hold a container & get them to try & pour water from one container to another. Use a range of containers. They will have to cooperate & communicate with each other to do this.
	SCERTS / PD 
Bowling
Set up rows of items e.g. plastic bottles / paper towel tubes. Use a ball to go bowling. Let pupils count how many they knock down.
	SCERTS / PD

Colour Run
Put different colour signs at different points in the garden. Call the colour & get pupils to run to them. Extend by naming 2 colours e.g. red then blue.
