2.	Introduction

Asbestos is a microscopic mineral fibre that is so small that it can’t be seen with the naked eye. Once disturbed, fibres can remain in the air for hours. If fibres are inhaled, they can cause serious health hazards which might not become apparent for years. 
Click here to see what asbestos may looks like.

Asbestos should only be disturbed or maintained by specialist personnel working under strictly controlled conditions. Further information regarding maintenance or removal can be obtained from Building Services on Tel: 443506.

The Responsible Person has a ‘duty to manage’ the premises in respect of any asbestos it may contain. This requires knowing what asbestos containing materials (ACMs) may be present, their location and condition. The simplest way to do this is to have a survey undertaken by a qualified asbestos surveyor.  This can be sourced by Building Services, for further details contact Tel: 443506.  

The contents of your survey can then be used to produce the management plan.  This should include regular checking of the condition of the ACMs and controlling any building or repair works to ensure this is not disturbed, except by specialists under controlled circumstances. 

By completing the attached management plan will ensure that a consistent approach to Asbestos Management is being followed in all Council Buildings and the Warrington Family of Schools.

It is important that this document is read and completed in line with the Standard Operating Procedure SOP03 - The Management of the Risk from Asbestos in Civic Buildings and Schools. 





3.  Responsibilities
This duty requires the Responsible Person (designated through the duty holder) to take the following key actions: 

To ensure anyone who enters the premises (to include employees, pupils, contractors, service users and visitors, etc.) do not disturb ACMs and are safe from potential asbestos exposure.

Key point: Take note of any previous asbestos surveys undertaken, but don't rely that all asbestos materials within the building as being identified within them.  (There is the possibility that asbestos containing materials located on site may not have been detected during the survey.)

9.   	Safe System of Work

Introduction
Green Lane Community Special School is a building that contains ACM’s (Asbestos Containing Materials). There is an Asbestos Register which contains information on where asbestos is presumed and also in areas where sampling has been undertaken and asbestos detected.  Whilst this gives a picture of where we have identified ACM’s in the premises, it is to be presumed that given the building age there may be other areas in the school where samples have not been taken which ‘may’ contain ACM’s and as such the following SSOW should be followed at all times.

· This is a building that has identified Asbestos in specific areas identified on the Asbestos register. 

· An Asbestos Management plan including the register is held in reception and is available if staff/Visitors/contractors need to consult it at any time.

· An annual inspection of visible asbestos is undertaken by the Site Manager.

· The action that would most likely result in asbestos (known) fibres being released is disturbance of the building fabric and any fixtures and fittings. No disturbance of any known or presumed area must take place until contact has been made with the responsible person for day to day asbestos management, Site Manager.   This includes the disturbance of any unsampled areas where asbestos could still be in situ.

· In order to ensure the safety of staff and children and visitors, staff must regularly conduct their own visual inspection of the working environment and report immediately any areas that appear disturbed to the responsible person for day to day asbestos management, Site Manager.  This will allow a timely investigation to take place.

· Staff will be informed of the asbestos register and the importance of liaison with the responsible person via emails and staff briefings and a copy of this management plan will be available in reception.

· If staff have ANY concerns they must implement the emergency Asbestos isolation procedure. (Details attached.)

Staff must never put staples, pins or nails into walls, floors or ceilings before contacting the responsible person. If they wish to alter their rooms they must first seek guidance from the Site Manager or a member of staff who has been trained in Asbestos awareness.

11. 	Emergency Procedures (Asbestos Containing Materials)
	If suspected ACM’s are discovered during work or become damaged by any other physical method, the risk assessment for work undertaken and the asbestos register for ACM’s should be readily available and all relevant personnel should be provided with information, instruction and training in the emergency procedures

· If you suspect ACM’s - STOP WORK IMMEDIATELY inform the Responsible Person who will commission Building Services or the designated licensed asbestos contractor to deal with the incident immediately and to make safe. The Community Safety and Resilience Team must be informed if ACM’s may have been disturbed along with details of the incident.
· Isolate the area i.e. shut doors and windows, turn off ventilation systems and fans if possible
· Post warning notices informing all staff to keep away
· DO NOT ALLOW any access into the area until it is made safe by an approved contractor
· Check register to establish whether ACM’s are present 
· In circumstances where the register is not specific engage with Building Services / alternative competent licensed contractor immediately to sample the area
· If the analysis confirms that the material is none asbestos then work can continue
· If asbestos is discovered and confirmed then the contracted licensed asbestos removal company should be called to remove / repair the asbestos / if non licensed work is required then this should be determined before any work is undertaken and all work should be in accordance with current legislation before the room can be re-occupied (possibly with air clearance certification the asbestos contractor will provide guidance on what would be required).
· The Responsible Person must ensure that ACM’s are identified and managed before any planned maintenance is undertaken.

Emergency Procedures (Asbestos Containing Materials)

Follow the chart on page 16 and carry out a risk assessment to decide who must do the work, you may need a licensed contractor, minimise the spread of contamination to other areas to keep exposures as low as possible, clean up the contamination using an approved contractor in line with legislation. 

No Council employee will be engaged to remove any ACM’s from any council building.  If licensed work is required then only licensed asbestos removal contractors may undertake this work and for non-licensed work this may be undertaken by approved contractors in accordance with the regulations, ensure appropriate notifications are made to the HSE.

DO NOT 
Allow any work to continue on any materials which are suspected of containing asbestos, if suspected ACM’s have been damaged or disturbed during work (s) in progress, the materials should be:

· left in-situ,
· the work (s) suspended 
· the area isolated pending further investigation

DO NOT 
Attempt to take a sample, the actual act of sampling asbestos can expose the sampler to dangerous levels of asbestos fibres and the surrounding areas could also become contaminated.  Samples can only be taken by a UKAS accredited laboratory.

Should the material be found to contain asbestos, a scope of work must be agreed with the environmental analyst, asbestos removal contractor and contract administrator to repair or remove the material as soon as possible. 

If licensed work is required the removal contractor will submit notification to the HSE where appropriate and the area should remain closed until the asbestos works are complete and the environmental analyst has issued the relevant certificate of reoccupation. It may be necessary to programme further asbestos removal works.
