	Relevant Information

Green Lane is a community Special school with 187 pupils on roll including the pupils who access the sixth form. There are 21 classes across the 5 Key Stages. Due to the nature of the school there is a high ration of staff to pupils: 26 teachers and 51 Teaching Assistants. 

All the pupils attending Green Lane have a Statement of Educational Needs or an Education, Health and Care Plan.
There are 3 pupils who access high needs medical funding, 55.3% of children are identified as Pupil Premium and 4.9% of the children are identified as EAL.  The delegated budget for the school is 2.4 million.

Whole school attendance figures including sixth form is 93.5% and persistence absence figures are 20.8%. 





	
Overall quality of SEND provision

It is the view of the review team that Green Lane Special School provides exceptional support and care to meet the needs of pupils with special educational needs at the school.

Summary of the Review:

Quality of Leadership for SEND

· There is a clear vision and ambition for pupils at Green Lane which is articulated passionately by the Head Teacher and Deputy Head teacher and lived by all staff. The Head teacher spoke about enabling children to be ‘ready to learn,’ and ‘measuring what we value.’ As a result all children are championed and all achievement celebrated. There are consistently high expectations for both academic and personal targets.   
· The culture of Green Lane fosters a positive and collaborative team ethos amongst staff and children. This is driven by the Head teacher whose inspirational leadership (ably supported by his deputy and leadership team) has created a dynamic whole staff team. 
· The head teacher has established well defined roles and responsibilities so that all his staff: senior leaders, middle leaders, teachers and teaching Assistants have a leadership responsibility. The result is that all staff feel empowered and motivated to use their expertise to develop, monitor and evaluate the provision for the children at the school. Staff spoke about how the established systems: pupil progress meetings and Key stage meetings ensure that their contribution is valued.
· The school has invested in high quality continuous professional development which ensures that staff have the right skill set and subject knowledge to carry out their roles effectively.  They have high expectations of themselves and their children and can articulate their roles in monitoring, evaluation and impact on provision and outcomes. Many leaders have secured nationally recognised accreditations: NPQH, NPQSL, NPQML and SLE programmes.
· There is a commitment to outreach and training across a number of special educational needs areas for school staff and parents. The school website outlines Makaton and network opportunities for parents and training in Team Teach, managing challenging behaviour, ASD the role of the teaching assistant and outstanding SEN practice.   
· The school has received a number of awards over the years including the Artsmark Silver Award, Basic Skills Quality Mark, NAS Autism Accreditation, Information and Communication Technology Mark, Healthy School Status, Active Mark, Sports Mark and FMSiS standard. 
· The school has established robust systems for tracking attainment and progress of children. The school know their children well and set ambitious targets for them. There is a rigorous teacher assessment process in place to support attainment and achievement. This system is owned by all staff; it has been reflected on and refined over a number of years.
· The school use a range of assessment programmes to capture the attainment of children; B-squared, SCERTS, P-levels and national expectations. Students in KS4 have access to ASDAN offering a range of nationally approved qualifications based around the development of personal, social and employability skills. The school may want to consider moderation of assessments with mainstream schools to enable another external perspective on how pupils are achieving at Green Lane.
· Systems are well established for transition points; both with other schools as children enter Green Lane and between key stages. 
· Information about the school: the School Development plan, school self-evaluation and action plans are consistently realistic and purposeful. These are understood by all stakeholders.
· Staff morale is high: typically staff are enthusiastic, knowledgeable and passionate, as evident in the meetings during the review. Team dynamics and team spirit are exceptionally strong.
· Governors are fully included in the life of the school. They sit on all the committees which ensures each Governor has a good understanding of the school’s position. Governors are proud of their role in establishing the sixth form. They have an overview of pupil performance and are involved in the governor committee relating to this. 


Quality of Teaching and Learning

‘I always want Green Lane in my life.’ 
‘It’s like a family here.’ 

Students at Green Lane

· The school environment at Green Lane is set up to enable students to thrive. There is a consistency to the approach used: calm, well organised, purposeful, welcoming classrooms. Displays celebrate achievement in a range of curriculum areas using photographs, written information, signs and symbols.
· Relationships are exceptional. Staff know their children well and use humour and personalised approaches to ensure that children are fully engaged in lessons. At all times relationships between staff and students, and student to student were respectful.
· Teachers used questioning to good effect; sensitively encouraging children to improve their work or challenge themselves. Use of ‘thinking time’ enabled children to answer when they were comfortable. It was the view of the review team that children made progress in the lessons observed.
· In all lessons there was an emphasis on basic skills and social skills: clear instructional language, establishment of vocabulary, opportunities for turn taking, sharing and constant encouragement of conversation. Children in classes were observed to encourage each other to improve their work.
· Resources are well planned to support pupils and were accessible to all; this includes sensory resources which children used independently to self-regulate.
· Student behaviour during the review was observed to be exemplary. In all lessons observed there was a high level of engagement. Lessons were personalised to meet the needs of individuals; use of signs and symbols ensured that information is accessible to all and encouraged independence.
· The bespoke Green Lane Curriculum is informed by a deep knowledge of the diverse community. It is driven by strong beliefs around teaching content that best meets pupils’ needs; to build successful learners, confident individuals and responsible citizens.  As a consequence, children respond enthusiastically and thrive in a caring, loving and motivating learning environment.  
· Learning spaces are used imaginatively to support differentiation and small group interventions.  The outdoor areas are well-equipped with varied play spaces during break and lunchtimes.  Recent additions to playground resources and equipment support the development of gross motor skills and social and emotional and sensory learning.  The new running track (requested by children) is supporting their social, emotional, mental health and well-being.
· All teaching assistants were professional, knowledgeable and confident when talking about children’s individual needs. They could talk confidently about how they contributed to the assessment process both formally (via systems) and informally recording soft data through observations and knowledge of children. Teaching assistants were able to talk about how data discussed at Pupil Progress meetings informed intervention groups and highlighted key children for them to support. They were proactive in developing and adapting environments, strategies and activities to suit the differing needs of the children. They all talked about the importance of adopting a multi-sensory approach wherever possible to engage children and stimulate learning. They talked about the wider responsibilities that they all had across school and how they use this expertise to provide a consistent point of contact for other professional and to offer support and support training to other members of staff. (E.g. medical /health care plans, outreach, Makaton etc.)
· Staff understood and were involved in developing and reviewing behaviour plans. They were able to discuss the importance of constant, effective communication with class teacher and parents. Teaching assistants valued Key Stage meetings to allow strategies for particular children to be discussed with a wider group of people who may have worked with the children before. 
· During the review teachers and teaching assistants spoke about how all children were encouraged to communicate and contribute.  Staff spoke about rather than expecting one way to communicate or record work, they worked alongside children to develop their most effective way of communicating whether it be speech, signing, symbols, or electronically. (Child’s voice.)
· Students are well-mannered, happy, co-operative and respectful. 
· Meetings with the school council show they are proud of their school and the areas they have helped to improve. They spoke passionately about their achievements: setting up the running track which helps to, ‘refresh your mind and helps you to focus,’ and the willow structures for ‘a calm outdoor space.’  
· Students could articulate what they had got better at since attending Green Lane: one school councillor stating that she used to lack confidence and now ‘I’m good at greeting and looking after other children in school.’ Pupils talked about the wide range of subject areas that they enjoyed: English, maths, dancing, science, art and computing. 
· Pupils could articulate how the school marking policy helps them to improve; green pen for improvements and red for what the teacher is happy with. The school may like to reflect on the policy and to ensure that comments from teachers are linked to an action. This would make the marking more meaningful and demonstrate that students have understood teacher’s comments. 
· Pupil work books demonstrate how students have improved over time. This was particularly evident in ASDAN folders and books. Work books typically contain a good quantity of work and are well presented.
· The leadership team may like to consider if the school needs a ‘go to’ programme for the teaching of phonics so that a consistent approach can be established. This would need to be supplemented and amended for some learners, but there may be value in having an approach that is progressive as the children move through the school. In the same way, the school have invested in a handwriting policy, but the approach was not consistently used across school. It might be of benefit to revisit this with staff to ensure that they are confident to use it.
· Students appreciate the investments the school has made in KS4. They state that the approach to their learning is flexible, that their opinions are valued and that they are treated with respect –‘like adults.’ One student spoke with excitement about his career path: about studying GCSE maths and English at Birchwood Sixth Form then onto the Royal Airforce or into politics. He said that the key to improving is, ‘knowing the right people around you to encourage you to do well.’ All pupils spoke warmly about the staff who help them.
· The review considered the provision for children post 16. This is a new provision and systems are still being established. One of the recommendations for consideration is for leaders to ensure that there is less time slippage between lessons and during registration

Parents and friends of Green Lane Special School  

· School leaders have created a culture and ethos that welcomes parents and carers of pupils with SEND. Parental feedback is extremely positive. They like how school involves them and their child in decision making and how the school prepares their child for change.  They appreciate how the school listens to their views. 
· Parents spoke highly about the Green Lane ‘community.’ That support is given readily, that relationships are open, honest and respectful. Parents value the support from Friends of Green Lane and the events, networks and friendships that have evolved from this. Parents stated that before their child joined Green Lane that they felt isolated and now they are part of a community.
· Parents stated that the behaviours of their children have improved through the strategies given by Green Lane staff; children have applied these strategies to their home life. 

Outcomes for pupils

· Green Lane Internal data indicates that the vast majority of pupils make more than expected progress against their personalised targets. There is an increasing number of children who are identified as Pupil Premium and the school has put in place a variety of interventions; occupational therapy, speech and language, additional English and maths to support students. As a result there is very little gap between the performance of pupil premium students compared to non-pupil premium.
· Staff go out of their way to ensure that pupils have a wide range of curriculum opportunities. The school has looked to enable children to make choices for themselves from an early age and support them in making friends and staying safe and healthy. They are pro-active in adapting to meet the needs of the changing needs of the children at Green Lane; helping children who can display challenging behaviours and complex needs. 
· They promote positive outcomes in the wider areas of personal and social development, and ensure that the approaches used are based on the best possible evidence and are having the required impact on progress.

2. Pupil Attainment and Achievement	



Context

Since 2010 we have seen a clear change in the presenting SEND of our pupils.   Pupils are entering the school with additional medical conditions attached to their primary SEND. Of particular note is the numbers of children entering the school with speech and language difficulties or with physical difficulties that require physiotherapy input or with sensory needs that require sensory diets.   As a school we have addressed these often competing demands by creating an intervention team that addresses speech, physical, medical, sensory and personal care needs.   We believe this intervention has enabled our pupils to maintain good to outstanding rates of progress.

		Commentary on Pupil Progress – 2017 to 2018



Background

In 2016/17 the whole-school target was increased to 85% of pupils to make or exceed expected personal targets.  This was continued for 2017/18. The number of points each pupil was to achieve was also reviewed with 35 pupils (23%) having their targets increased.





ENGLISH

KS1 – 100% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (as for 2016/17).

KS2 – 94% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (up from 93% in 2016/17).

KS3 – 91% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (up from 80% in 2016/17.)                                                                                                        

KS4 - 89% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (up from 59% in 2016/17.)

Whole school - 92% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets in English (7% above expected.)



These results are hugely positive and reflect the tremendous amount of work pupils and staff have put in to turn around some poor results last year.  The measures we put in place last year (see previous Data Scorecard) have been very successful.



MATHS

KS1 – 100% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (same as 2016/17).

KS2 – 99% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (up from 95% in 2016/17)

KS3 – 80% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets in Maths.  This was 1% up from last year but still 5% off the whole school target. 

KS4 – 87% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets in Maths (up from 74% in 2016/17.)  

Whole school - 88% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets in Maths (3% above expected)





Action points for Maths

1. We have identified the individual pupils at KS3 who missed their personal targets.  Lynne Ledgard (Data Manager) will meet with the class teachers to devise individual plans for these pupils.  However, overall the Maths results were hugely encouraging.

PSHE

KS1 - 56% of pupils met or exceeded their personal targets.  (23% below the expected level in 2016/17.)

KS2 - 95% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (up from 79% in 2016/17.) KS3 - 93% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (up from 72% in 2016/17.) KS4 – 92% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (up from 88% in 2016/17.)

Whole school - 91% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets in Maths (6% above expected).



Action Points

The overall results for PSHE were extremely pleasing.  However the KS1 results were poor and we will be focusing our work to improve the KS outcomes for next year.



Science

KS1 – 89% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (up from 56% in 2016/17.)

KS2 – 100% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (up from 91% in 2016/17.)

KS3 – 85% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (down from 93% in 2016/17).   

KS4 – 92% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal progress targets (down from 97% in 2016/167.

ICT

KS1 - 67% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal targets (up from 33% in 2016/17.)

KS3 - 93% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal targets (up from 68% in 2016/17.) 

KS4 - 97% of pupils met or exceeded their expected personal targets (up from 60% in 2016/17.)

Action Point for ICT

1.  We will continue to have a major focus on PSHE in KS1.  



What are we doing about lack of progress?

We should be cautious when using percentages with our cohorts.  The numbers are very small so statistically they can be a little misleading, e.g. where one pupil may count for 25% of the cohort.  Nevertheless it gives some indication. Using the law of averages some pupils will be above or below the average target set.  Those below the target will still be making progress but not at the same rate as their peers. We have data sets to show this progress.  



Over the years we have developed intervention strategies for those pupils who may not be making the expected progress.  Staff meet to discuss in detail why a pupil may not have made the expected progress using the data sets produced for them and guided by key stage coordinators.  Intervention sheets are then completed to outline what strategies will be put in place to support these pupils (see examples.)  



For some of our pupils the rate of progress within academic areas may be very slow to almost plateauing.  We have developed soft data sheets to try and capture the progress these pupils are making within other areas (see examples.)  We strongly believe that as a school we develop the whole child and do not focus purely on what can be measured.



Future  Progress



Over the years we have developed individual progress targets for all pupils based on our knowledge of the child and their progress to date.   Our expectations in 2017/18 were that 85% of all pupils would meet their expected progress.  In 2018/19 that target will rise to 90%.

		Commentary: 

We continue to maintain a minimum number of fixed-term exclusions within the school.  We have developed a behaviour monitoring system (Class dojo) that rewards positive behaviours.  Through internal referral to line managers, break and lunch time detentions and after school detentions pupil behaviour is managed in a very positive manner.  Our approach has had a very positive effect on the vast majority of pupils.  Those few pupils with more challenging behaviours have additional support via Individual Behaviour Plans.



As part of our cycle of review we will be examining our behaviour systems and processes. We are currently working with a number of schools within the School Improvement Alliance (SIA) on developing a common recording and reporting system for behaviour.

· The Class Dojo system was implemented successfully across the school during the academic year 2017/18. This was initially approached on a trial basis and individual class teams were given the opportunity to work with the system in a way that suited their individual classes. The only stipulation was that Dojo was to be used for giving positive praise marks. As a school we would not be using it to make record of negative behaviours or to reprimand. We have the CPOMS system for making records of behaviour incidents in a way that does not draw negative attention onto individual pupils. Following this an audit was completed to assess the use of the system. Feedback was very positive but we did find that individual classes were using the system in different ways. Evidence from observations found that although the system was used differently by individual staff, the children found the experience of using the Dojo system rewarding. This use has continued throughout the year but exploration of expansion of Dojo's use has been put on hold after concerns were raised in April/May 2018 in the media about Dojo's adherence to new GDPR laws. As an alternative we have revisited our own 5 School Rules and raised the profile so that they are now displayed more prominently around the school building. Staff meetings have been held to discuss ways of referencing the school rules more in our everyday practice. This will need to be measured in the new academic year through observations and analysis.

Information about the school and community

· Green Lane is a community special school that caters for pupils aged four to 19. 

· All the pupils have statements of special educational need or EHC plans because of moderate or severe learning difficulties. Around half of the pupils have complex communication difficulties, including autistic spectrum disorders (ASD) 

· The Reception class is integrated into Key Stage 1 and children attend full time. 

· The school works closely with the Great Sankey Teaching School Alliance in Warrington and The Oakwood Teaching School Alliance in Salford to deliver special needs outreach work and training to support pupils in mainstream schools and other settings. 

· Some students enter the school at various times during the school year.  This has averaged 4 or 5 over the past few years.

· The proportion of disadvantaged pupils and those supported through the pupil premium, is well above the national average. The pupil premium funding the school receives supports those pupils known to be eligible for free school meals and those who are looked after by the local authority. 

· The school has received a number of awards over the years including the Artsmark Silver Award, Basic Skills Quality Mark, NAS Autism Accreditation, Information and Communication Technology Mark, Healthy School Status, Active Mark, Sports Mark and FMSiS standard. 

· The current Headteacher has been in post since September 2000.  He has led the school through four Ofsted Inspections the last three of which have been judged to be Outstanding (May 2007; October  2009 and May 2015.

· We appointed a Supported Internship Officer to develop our post 19 provision and are looking to appoint a Project Manager to develop the project.

· From October 2017 we provided some supported employment work for post 19 students.

· This group will take over the accommodation previously used by New Horizons.

· We have created a Charitable Trust to oversee the development of 19-25 provision for vulnerable students in Warrington. Currently there are 10 students enrolled on the supported internship course.  They spend one day per week in Willow Green and upto four days on placement.

· We were reaccredited by the National Autistic Society (NAS) in December 2016.

· We have developed an area on the school grounds for Forest School.  This has been on the curriculum since Sept 2017. We were accredited in August 2018.

		What we do well



		· Our pupils achieve extremely well during their time at the school. Pupils often enter school with significantly below average attainment. Sometimes the education of some of the pupils has previously been disrupted over a period of time before arriving at Green Lane. 

· From our data sets we believe that, over time, pupils’ progress is outstanding in reading, mathematics, ICT, Science and PHSE because of the progress they make from their low starting points. All pupils thoroughly enjoy their lessons and are making significant progress at the school as a result of the teachers’ help and support.

· The whole-school target in 2017/18 for pupil progress across English, Maths, PSHE, ICT and Science was for 85% of pupils to make or exceed expected personal progress targets. In 2018/19 this target will rise to 90%.Pupils were placed in Bands which related to the rate of progress they would be expected to progress across all of these areas. 

· Pupils’ efforts in lessons and in their individual work are helping them to make rapid progress and to compensate for any previous gaps in their learning.

· We judge achievement in reading as outstanding. We believe this because via learning walks, lesson observations and work scrutiny pupils often talk about how they follow their own interests with their different books, comics or internet research work. All make significant progress with their reading skills as a result of very effective teaching and support. Pupils use the school library books effectively to extend their reading skills and to encourage a love of reading and enjoyment of books. Those who find reading difficult are well supported through individually tailored programmes to make rapid progress. Recent developments to support reading include – a revamp of school library books, new resources, reading club/competition, willow structures encouraging more reading groups, guided reading clinic for staff

· We judge achievement in mathematics as very good, because mathematics is often practised in other subjects. Pupils solve mathematical problems, such as gathering the relevant information independently, and learn to work together well by discussing the different ways to accomplish a set task. The use of apparatus, life skills maths, and problem-solving opportunities within accreditation courses has also had an impact. Pupil progress in Number is also very strong.

· By the end of Year 11, students’ attainment is usually below national average. However, all pupils make at least good and very often outstanding progress. All pupils leave with some qualifications and/or award. These are often at the lower end of the GCSE grade scale, Level 1 or at Entry Level 1, 2 or 3 or Personal Progress / ASDAN

· Most pupils now go on to further education at Warrington Vale Royal College or into the Woolston Sixth Form. This reflects the determination of the school to guide pupils along the most appropriate path post-16 while the most vulnerable transfer to our sixth form. Parents and pupils are well guided and supported through process by our 11-19 Manager, even after they have left and moved to further education. She continues to monitor to ensure success of placement

· English and Maths is consistently strong across all key stages

· Our Intervention team are having a positive impact in addressing any attainment gap based around deprivation.

· Life skills are threaded throughout the curriculum leading to good or outstanding progress in preparation for entering the workplace.

THE QUALITY OF TEACHING, LEARNING AND ASSESSMENT



How do we grade ourselves? - 1. Outstanding



		What we do well   



		We believe:

· The impact of the quality of the teaching over time is outstanding. This is because during our learning walks / lesson observations and work scrutinies we observe activities provided for pupils that build very clearly on what they already know. 

· Expectations of what pupils are capable of achieving are exceptionally high in all key stages. For example, In Maths, pupils are expected to solve mathematical problems and show the correct working out. They are moved on as soon as they need more challenge. This is evident from the marking and assessment for learning that teachers carry out. The teaching of mathematics is strong throughout the school because of well-matched provision, particularly for the most able and the higher functioning pupils with autistic spectrum disorders. Pupils are involved in relevant practical mathematical activities that engage and interest them so that they make rapid progress. 

· Reading continues to perform strongly as a result of phonic input and our Intervention team input, Work always meets the needs of the pupils and they are motivated and interested in their writing tasks because they find them of interest. In addition, the quality of marking is strong across the different subjects or classes, meaning that pupils are clear about the next steps needed to improve their writing. The improvements in the teaching of phonics have had a positive impact on students’ standards in reading across the school. The pupils, and particularly the most able students, are challenged with their reading tasks and enjoy the range of materials on offer in the school. 

· Learning support assistants are very well trained. They have the necessary skills to fully support pupils in English and mathematics and across the curriculum. They are crucial in building very important relationships with students. They are also kept sufficiently well informed of what pupils are expected to learn and to help to promote rapid progress. Pupils appreciate the valuable input of the support staff, which enables most of them to make outstanding progress in both their academic and personal development. All our TAs have pupil progress targets as part of their own PM targets

· Speech and language input continues to be a major area of intervention with many of our pupils having significant speech and language difficulties. 

· Two full time TAs deliver speech and language programmes to more than 50 pupils within the school, with another 9 seen by the NHS Therapy Assistant.  A further 24 pupils have class based therapy programmes.

· Two TAs are employed to deliver intervention programmes in English and Maths for Pupil Premium pupils.  This has had a significant impact in closing the attainment gap.

· The capture of ‘soft data’ i.e. progress across all areas that are not necessarily data focused e.g. Successful Learner (Attainment; Progress; Engagement and Effort) Confident Individual (Social Skills; Independence Skills; Communication Skills and Relationships); Responsible Citizen (Care for Others; Attendance; Responsibilities and Reliability) play a significant part in capturing the progress of the whole child.

· Forest School has seen the enriching of the curriculum

		What we do well  



		Behaviour:



· behaviour of our pupils is outstanding and we have data sets that support this view. There is a calm, orderly approach to the beginning and end of the school day. Pupils’ attitude to their work is exemplary and this makes a positive contribution to their outstanding progress. Activities in lessons capture pupils’ interest and so they enjoy their lessons. Pupils are always engaged and this ensures that the pace of their learning is rapid. 

· pupils are proud of the school and of their achievements as evidenced by their friendliness and willingness to share their learning with staff and visitors.

· they are clear about what is acceptable behaviour on the playground and in class. Adults are excellent role models for pupils, particularly in relation to attitudes and manners. We believe playtime supervision is very effective as pupils feel very safe and they know that they have an adult to go to if they need any assistance. 

· pupils are very polite and well-mannered to one another, to staff and to visitors. They help and support one another well in the dining room, in class and outside on the playground. They are taught to listen to one another and reflect and to discuss their ideas sensibly to improve their own learning. 

· our older pupils look after the younger pupils in the dining hall, on the playground and on home-school transport and this develops their sense of responsibility. The school council ensures that pupils develop their skills in speaking, listening and valuing others’ opinions and upholding British Values. They also listen really well to one another in their class groups as they practise their basics skills or discuss issues that concern them. 

· our School Council meets regularly and pupils are encouraged to raise issues that might be affecting their feelings of safety within and around the school.

· pupil’s behaviour is of a high standard.  Visitors to the school frequently comment on the calm, learning environment that they experience. 

· we have three members of staff who are Advanced TeamTeach trainers and they update staff training on an annual basis.

· our behaviour lead is an SLE and a member of the SMT.  His team has delivered TeamTeach training to a number of schools in Warrington and beyond. He is a member of the LA SEMH Outreach team and delivers a general challenging behaviour course to colleagues across the LA.



Safety 

We believe

· the school’s work to keep pupils safe and secure is outstanding. This is as a result of the individual plans and meetings which ensure that all staff have an overview of each pupil, to ensure that each one is kept safe and well. 

· Weekly meetings of our Safeguarding team ensure we are monitoring pupils closely on a weekly basis.  Pupils are rag rated according to the degree of concern.

· Pupils are well able to recognise the difference between bullying and falling out. Pupils are very confident about approaching adults in school if they need help to resolve any issue. Aspects, such as learning about different types of bullying, are well covered in lessons. 

· Pupils learn about cyber-bullying and its effect on mental health issues in young people. 

· The pupils always know how to ask for help from staff. Pupils work closely with different support staff, therapists or mentors to achieve the best that they possibly can. We have various programmes to support pupils if they are underachieving. Our pupils have the opportunities to learn about safety issues when taking part in disability sports. 

· The adoption of CPOMS has enabled us to have a more consistent reporting system.

· Attendance issues are addressed very quickly.  Staff have regular contact with parents and this establishes excellent attendance at school. The attendance figure was 93.79% - just below our target of 95%. The school has impressed upon parents, by letters home / phone calls / ParentMail the need for their children to attend school regularly and this has paid dividends. Pupils unanimously enjoy coming to school. They enjoy receiving awards and praise for good attendance and realise the need for good attendance. For those whose attendance is not as good we work closely with the school attendance officer to target these families and to offer support in raising the pupil’s attendance.

· Our Family Support Workers and 11-19 Manager work closely in supporting parents via family support, child in need and child protection meetings.

· Health and safety issues are addressed regularly via a Health and Safety committee.

· An HLTA oversees health and medical issues, organising regular training for those staff working with pupils with medical needs. She has developed Strong emergency procedures

EFFECTIVENESS OF LEADERSHIP AND MANAGEMENT 



How do we grade ourselves? - 1. Outstanding



		What we do well  







		· The headteacher continues to provide purposeful and effective leadership. The deputy headteacher and two Assistant Headteachers support this work very well.

· The Strategic Leadership group, comprising the Headteacher, Deputy Headteacher and two Assistant Headteachers, meets weekly to look at the strategic direction of the school.  This group in particular has been instrumental in developing the role of middle leaders.

· The analysis of data by leaders is rigorous and all staff take ownership of tracking pupils’ progress in order to enhance pupils’ achievement to the maximum – any underperformance (off staff and pupils) is quickly discovered and addressed. 

· The senior management team continually share new ideas at their weekly meetings, and look for ways to improve management of the school and pupil’s work. 

· Our checks of the school’s performance ensure that we have an excellent understanding of what is working well and what requires much more attention. Plans to make improvements are discussed regularly at leadership meetings and action is taken very quickly, for example, with changes to our marking policy.

· The quality of teaching continues to be outstanding across the school because we make regular checks on its quality and adaptations to ensure that provision is of a consistently excellent standard. 

· Senior leaders look carefully at the plans for lessons, the lessons taught and the pupils’ progress in their work. Any weaker aspects of teaching are tackled through targeted support. 

· The management of teachers’ performance through setting targets linked to pupils’ performance has a positive impact on pupils’ learning over time. 

· The work of middle leaders is effective. They have benefitted from working with an experienced colleague from another school to help develop their role.- By working with the DHT and Data Manager they have used data to drive improvements in their curriculum area, monitoring through Subject Leader days (termly)

· Pupils experience a range of activities, such as outdoor pursuits on residential trips, football in the sports hall, weekly supermarket shopping, café trips and a whole range of educational visits and visitors to the school. The school website has examples of how pupils learn about life in a multicultural society and our British values. They learn about democracy as they vote to elect school council members. 

· We believe the school continues to develop pupils’ spiritual, moral, social and cultural awareness well. This is because pupils are taught to be reflective and to persevere with their writing and reading tasks. Leaders are committed to tackling discrimination of any kind. We ensure that pupils behave exceptionally well and that positive relationships are established, particularly with parents and outside agencies. 

· The primary physical education (PE) and sports premium is being used effectively. We pay for specialist coaches to teach lessons and this has a very positive impact on teachers’ own knowledge and practice for teaching future lessons. In November 2018 a trim track, activity structure and outdoor classroom were brought onto the site.  A daily mile activity will be introduced for all classes.

· Pupil premium funding is used well to ensure that eligible pupils make as much progress as others in the school.  There is virtually no gap in attainment or progress.

· Leaders monitor the whole-school provision very well by looking very carefully at the attendance, behaviour and progress of pupils on a regular basis. There are also excellent procedures and policies for safeguarding pupils which are fully in place and are very effective. We believe we are good at advising students about the next steps in their education and training. 

· The guidance provided for governance has been very effective. Recent effective support has included peer-to-peer review work with colleagues from other schools and the local authority. 

· Four of our staff are currently SLE's and work across two Teaching School Alliances.

· Our Data Manager has been involved  in a European educational research project on Outdoor Learning for SEND pupils 



The governance of the school: 

· The governing body knows the school very well and uses the information and data about pupils’ progress effectively to compare the school’s performance with that of other similar schools locally and nationally. 

· Governors provide excellent support and challenge in a quest for ongoing improvement. The school is exceptionally well thought of in the local community. 

· Governors know how good the quality of teaching is throughout the school.  Regular reports, briefings and presentations are delivered to Governors by the Headteacher and other staff

· Governors know the importance of thorough procedures to manage the performance of teachers and how these link to pay progression. 

· Governors always ensure the pupil premium is used appropriately to make a significant difference to individual pupils, resulting in good or better progress. The governing body checks on the impact that funding has on pupils’ progress in all subjects and has made a positive impact on the improvements made in many areas. 

· All governors have been assigned to a key stage and are encouraged to liaise with the key stage lead.

		What we do well  



		· The children start in the Reception class with skills that are significantly below those typically seen in children of this age. We believe our children make outstanding progress during their time in the early years because they are very well supported, as they start to acquire literacy and numeracy skills. When they leave the Reception Year, they are very well prepared for their next stage of learning in Year 1. 

· Teaching is very well organised and provides a calm atmosphere, so children feel safe and secure. Relationships are very positive and conducive to outstanding progress for all the children. 

· Teaching ensures that learning is very enjoyable and that the activities provided meet children’s varying needs and abilities, examples of this can be found in their learning logs.

· There is a very strong and effective emphasis placed on developing children’s social skills and their readiness for learning before they enter Year 1. 

· We believe that good leadership and management have ensured that provision in the early years is very strong. The staff ensure that safety procedures are thorough and that the partnerships with parents are extremely effective. The use of their children’s learning logs, records of achievement with home/school links are a particularly useful way of sharing information. Parents agree that the early years provision is helping their children achieve excellent outcomes. 

· The school works actively to involve the pre-school settings in transition programmes. There are strong relationships with these providers and this helps children to settle into their new school with ease. 

· Our outdoor play provision is of an excellent quality and standard and is integral to the work of our EYFS pupils.

		What we do well  



		· We have introduced Vocational course at Entry 1, 2 and 3 level.

· Our four, one year courses (Preparation for work; Hospitality and Catering; Office and Retail and Horticulture are focused on the needs of the students and adapted to suit their needs.

· Students are making outstanding progress that builds on the firm foundations that have been established in earlier key stages in the school. Other students who start in the sixth form from other settings are also making good progress. 

· The school’s data relating to students’ progress is used consistently by all staff, especially to ensure students’ best possible progress. 

· The arrangements for transition into the sixth form ensure that students settle quickly. The staff work hard to ensure that all students are well prepared for the sixth form.

· The College received an award for Duke of Edinburgh at a ceremony at Buckingham Palace in June 2016.

· We believe, through lesson observations / learning walks / work scrutiny, that teaching is outstanding as the staff encourage students to express their views confidently, explore choices, to reflect, ask questions, and answer in a sensible way.

		· SMSC is at the heart of Green Lane School.  Staff care about our students and they in turn reflect this in their trust of adults and willingness to talk openly and engagingly whether in the classrooms, corridors or playground areas. 

· Students have faith in their teachers and feel that their achievements are celebrated. The Records of Achievement are testimony to the joyous experience students have at Green Lane. 

· Whilst SMSC can be hard to pin down, students are aware of what it means to belong to a modern British society. In particular our pupils are able to talk about the principles of democracy and relate them to our school council.

·  The respect and tolerance students show to each other, following the example of the staff, characterise the school’s ethos. 

· Students are willing to participate in a whole range of activities and the shared language of praise from staff brings a consistency to the whole environment. 

· Pupils undertake regular trips to places of historical, cultural, social and religious significance e.g. Quarry Bank Mill (history); Sikh temple (religious); China Town (cultural)

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Special Educational Needs and Disability [SEND] Peer to Peer Review Framework



It is proposed that each school in Warrington takes part in a Peer to Peer SEN Review over the three years from April 2017. A dozen schools volunteered for the pilot phase [April to July 2017]: ten primary and two secondary schools. In the pilot phase these were all LA-led/supported Peer to Peer reviews; future plans have taken into account capacity at LA level and also LA responsibility to developing sustainable leadership capacity for SEND. During the academic year 2017-2018 [X number] of Peer to Peer Reviews were conducted. 



Purpose of Reviews:



1. Raising attainment and improving progress for SEND

2. Improving the quality of provision for pupils with SEND

3. To support effective implementation of the SEND reforms

4. Reviewing the quality and value for money of inclusive practice at a school

5. Wanting a fresh perspective on provision from an experienced system leader

6. External validation of a school’s evaluation of its SEND provision including how is supports Children who are Looked After and who may also have SEND.



Leadership of Reviews



From January 2018 Peer reviews have been led by either: a Peer Leader for SEND, often a SENCO or DP or Special school leader; a school partnership cluster – in which case heads will lead reviews; or by an LA representative. All reviews are Peer to Peer however and although the review lead manages the process and writes the draft report, all of the Peer team manage the review on the day, communication with school leaders and feedback to schools collaboratively. 



The Review Teams: 



The review teams will each be comprised of Senior Education Officer or a recognised SEN leader from a school context, a Warrington SEN officer; a teaching staff member from a Special school or DP or other suitable leaders/ SENDCos from Warrington schools will make each team up to 3 or 4 people. In larger schools we will try to have 4 reviewers. 



To facilitate the Peer to Peer aspect, once in their ‘window’ for a review, each Warrington school will be requested to provide their SENDCo to support a review in another two schools: this being both valuable CPD and an opportunity to maintain the Peer Review aspect and keep review costs to a minimum. 



Reviewers will find it helpful to gather evidence in a variety of ways including:

•	Lesson drop-ins where there are children in class with SEN

•	Observation of intervention sessions for pupils with SEND

•	A tour of the school/ Learning walks

•	Paperwork scrutiny – SEN file and individual pupil paperwork

·        SEN Attainment and progress data

•	Observation of unstructured activities such as breaktime and lunchtime clubs

•	Review case studies on pupils – including children who may be in receipt of Pupil               c            Premium or who may be Looked After.

Possible activities on the day:



1] See SEN planning paperwork/ data tracking/ action plans etc

2] Look at individual pupil tracking/plans/pupil work

3] Have opportunity to speak with the SENCO [ideally available for 20 mins early in the morning and 20-30 mins later on] and relevant SMT – including the HT. 

4] Opportunity to speak with a few pupils in groups – SEN/ School Support pupils and non-SEN [mainstream] pupils who encounter SEN pupils in class [15 mins each] 

5] Opportunity to speak to staff member/s/TAs – and the SEN governor [15 mins max each – and possible to phone the governor if need be] . 

6] Time in classrooms/around school on a learning walk. One option [in a secondary school] is a pupil pursuit – where one reviewer observes in classrooms looking at beginnings middles and ends of lessons for a number of SEN pupils and seeing them in different contexts

7] Potential discussion with parents – 20 mins – perhaps at the start of the day or by telephone and pre-agreed times.

8] Review school’s one SEN processes/flow on/off the SEN register 

 

Most reviews start by 8.15 am giving opportunity for the Review teams to meet staff and settle in before they have opportunity to see pupils arrive and start informal conversations. It is intended that, following feedback to Head and SENCO, the team leave school by 1.00pm [primary] or 2.30pm [secondary]. Please advise the team as to whether your school will be providing lunch.



Reviewer roles are split between the following key themes [doubling up where there are more than 3 peers]: 



· Person A: Taking to pupils, SMSC, time in classrooms and SEN groups

· Person B: wider classrooms/school overview and staff and governor conversations ,

· Person C: time in classrooms and SEN paperwork, processes, data including soft data, impact of interventions



NB. One of the reviewers will endeavour to use the attached Website Review framework (SEN Section) prior to arrival at school:







*Reviewers and schools have found it helpful in Phase one for the school to select or propose 2 or 3 key questions, for example: 

1] Are pupils making progress? 

2] Are pupils prepared for the next stage of life and learning?

3] How effective is the leadership and management of SEN at …..?

4] How effective is the school managing the flow of pupils between/off/onto stages of SEN?

5] How effective is the environment in aiding the children reach their full potential?

6] How is the school able to evidence the difference it makes for children with SEN?

7] How effective are the communications regarding SEN pupils in school?

8] How effective is our SEND support, especially for Children who are Looked After or who have    PP? 



Review teams may use aspects of the attached paperwork [Appendix B below] to support in their role – none of this is compulsory – just here as a quality assurance support.



Planning Information for Schools



If schools wish for a particular review focus, see * above. Heads or SENCOs should send requests /questions to the Lead Reviewer –preferably 7 days prior to the Review. 



Schools are asked to make up a timetable for the team based upon the above. Each review team would have to decide between them which route we each pursue but can school please provide a timetable to accommodate roles A,B and C [as above]. School staff are welcome to join the review team at any part of the day, however we do suggest that some pupils might be put off by senior staff presence in pupil meetings. We ask schools to please ensure that time is allocated for the review team to meet – just together - mid morning [20 mins] and just prior to the feedback meeting to school [ideally 30 mins]. Please ensure that the head can be represented in feedback [See Exemplar Appendix C]

Possible additional activities before the review day:



SENCOs and school leaders have found it useful to have a 30-60 minute meeting with the lead reviewer a few weeks prior to the actual review date. This has helped the lead support the school in preparing for the review, deciding on an agenda and agreeing an outline agenda for the day of the review.



All reviews to date have involved parents having an opportunity to express their views. It is planned for there to be a simple, on-line parental questionnaire to gather this information more widely for the purpose of each review. Your school may already gather this information – if so its useful to share it as part of the pre-preview information you send to reviewers.





During the review

The following documentation MAY be helpful for the school to present [if it currently exists] and if so it would be useful for the school to ensure that they have accessible: 

· SEND development plan

· A provision map – including finance

· Any Current progress data, including pre/post Intervention data

•     An outline of roles and responsibilities within the SEND team -including Policy and practice for deployment of teaching assistants – induction and training of same

· Details of the schools use of alternative/off-site provision for SEND students and assessment of its effectiveness

· Exemplar pupil passports or similar

· Details of CPD programme for staff relating to SEND.





Following the review a short report will be submitted to the school, based upon the verbal feedback given on the day and recorded by Peers on the attached form [Appendix D]. Reporting will take into account responses to the schools questions (* above), will suggest a small number of development points and will suggest how best practice, where evident, should be more widely shared. 



Self Evaluation

A school may have taken or wish to take the opportunity to self-evaluate its SEND provision before the review takes place. This can provide useful information to the reviewer and also help the school to focus on what it does well and areas for development. The optional school visit/self-evaluation template (Appendix A) can be a useful starting point for schools to think about and reflect on the nature and quality of their current provision and decision-making and the impact that it has for children with SEND.

 School systems promote parent and carer contributions to maximise outcomes for pupils with SEND.


Progress for pupils with SEND, across year groups, in a wide range of subjects is consistently strong and evidence in their work indicates that they achieve well.
