Bendrigg Lodge

- Sleeps up to 40 guests over 3 floors. There are 11 bedrooms and 11 
bathrooms. The first and top floors are accessible by a ramp and a lift.

- - Profile beds, ceiling mounted tracking hoists and wet rooms.

- Dining area which looks out onto stunning views of the countryside

Acorn House

- Sleeps up to 24 people with 10 en-suite bedrooms

- Profile beds, ceiling mounted tracking hoists, large bathroom, shower 
beds and chairs

- Laundry room

- Dining area 

- Large lounge which looks out onto 

stunning views of the countryside



Food
Bendrigg Trust provides all-inclusive residential 
courses with meals catered by their chefs, 
accommodating various dietary needs and 
preferences. They offer gluten-free, dairy-free, 
vegetarian, vegan, halal, and other medical diets if 
notified in advance. They also encourage guests to 
bring prescribed food products.



Cost
We have been fortunate enough to secure funding from Bendrigg to support with the 
cost of the residential. In addition to this we have also secured additional sponsorship 
to reduce the cost for families further, which we are extremely grateful for.

The cost for the 2 nights is £150 per pupil. This includes access to a wide variety of 
activities, led by highly skilled staff, all equipment, suitable sleeping arrangements, food 
and drink and travel costs.

Payment can be made in full or as a payment plan. You will be asked to confirm this in the 
letter sent following a place being reserved.

Additional support is available to support students who are in receipt of pupil premium. 
Please email the main residential email address or speak to Mrs Irwin or Mrs VanRooy 
about this if you have any questions.



Next steps
- An email will be sent to all parents and carers on Monday 19th May at 9:00 for you to 

confirm if you would like your child to attend the Bendrigg residential (Wednesday 
25th – Friday 27th February 2026)

- Places will be allocated on a first come first served basis

- For every 10 places confirmed we will allocate the appropriate numbers of staff who 
are required to support these pupils for the duration of the stay (the number of 
staff required may impact on the number of places available for pupils as our 
priority is pupil safety) 

- We will confirm that a place has been reserved and a letter will be sent home with 
these pupils regarding total cost, payment plans and pupil premium funding support

- A ‘we are getting ready to go’ information session will take place early January – This 
will include what pupils need to bring, timings, activity timetable, medical information 
forms and give you the opportunity to ask any questions
