Dear Parents and Carers,

It feels like a lifetime ago since we first met to talk about the Key Stage 3 Residential to Bendrigg. However, we are now only 2 months away! Below is all of the key information that you will need to prepare for your child’s visit to Bendrigg.

[bookmark: _GoBack]On Monday 26th January there will be a parents/carers meeting with myself and Mrs VanRooy to talk through the information in this letter and answer any questions that you may have. The staff who will be accompanying the visit will also be in attendance. I am sure that you will have met the majority of staff before, but it is always good to be able to put names to faces for anyone unfamiliar. The meeting will take place in the school hall from 3:30pm – 4:30pm. If you are collecting your child from school that day, they are more than welcome to join us.

Payments
Thank you to all of you who have now paid in full. For those paying in instalments, the final payment is due via parentpay in January 2026. If you are experiencing any problems relating to payments, please contact the school office.

Dates and times
We will be leaving school on Wednesday 25th February at 10:30am and returning to school on Friday 27th February 2026 by 12:00.


Luggage can be dropped off at the office, at one of the following times:
Tuesday 24th February – Drop off between 1-3
Wednesday 25th February – Drop off either at school drop off or alternatively between 9:15 – 9:45 once the car park has cleared.

Alternatively, if your child comes to school on transport and you would like to send their luggage with them, please check with transport in advance that they have the space to store this on the bus.

Please ensure that all clothing and luggage is clearly labelled with your child’s name or initials.

On Friday 27th February the children are likely to be tired after a full 2 days of activities. You are welcome to collect your child from school at 12:00. Alternatively, pupils staying in school will have the opportunity to have a quieter afternoon and finish at the usual time of 3:20pm.

Please note that you will need to contact transport directly if your child travels by Warrington Borough Council transport, to let them know that your child will not require transport for the duration of the visit.

Staffing
There is a large team of Green Lane staff who know your children well and will be accompanying the residential visit. Mrs Irwin and Mrs VanRooy are the lead staff for the residential and are available to answer any questions in advance. In addition to the Green Lane team, a number of Bendrigg staff will also be supporting pupils with activities during the day. Bendrigg staff are all fully trained and DBS checked. Allocated staff will be on night duty and will remain with pupils identified as needing support throughout the night. There will be at minimum 1 member of SLT available during the day and another at night.

Mobile phones and iPad/tablets
For safeguarding reasons pupils are not permitted to bring mobile phones. Mrs Irwin will inform school when we arrive at Bendrigg and a parentmail will be sent to let you all know that we have arrived safely.

Please ensure that you are set up on Evidence for Learning as photographs will be shared throughout the visit. If you require any support prior to the visit, please contact your child’s class teacher who will let Miss Taylor know.

Mrs Irwin will then inform school on the day of departure when we are leaving and a parentmail will be sent to let you know that we are on our way. 

Mrs Irwin and Mrs VanRooy will have mobile phones and emergency contact details for all pupils. Please be assured that in the event of an emergency we would contact you directly however, due to the number of pupils attending are unable to make individual calls beyond this.

Ideally, iPad/tablets will not accompany pupils on the residential. However, we understand that some pupils will want to watch their iPad/tablets in bed or at social times and that this is part of their routine. In this instance pupils are allowed to bring iPad/tablets with them, however, they will need to be clearly labelled and be in a protective case with a screen protector. Whilst school will do our very best to ensure that iPad are handled with care, parents who choose to send one accept that school are not liable for any damage to them.

Facilities onsite
Laundry facilities are available for emergency use only. Bendrigg also have a wide range of accessible aids available on a first come first serve basis, this includes shower chairs & commodes, door alarms, night lights & audio-visual monitors. Please state below if your child will require any of the accessible aids so that we can request them in advance.

Medication
If your child requires medication whilst on residential this will need to be signed over to staff on the morning of Wednesday 25th February. Mrs Chadwick will be available from 8:30 – 9:45 to receive any medication. Please note that all medication will need to be prescribed by your child’s GP and have a clear label showing the date issued, expiry date and dosage. Medication that has not been prescribed by the GP cannot be accepted.

Attached is a blank medication form. Please can this be completed in advance and handed FAO Mrs Chadwick by Friday 6th February. This will allow Mrs Chadwick time to review all of the medication and storage requirements in advance. If your child is prescribed any new medications after this date that they will need to take on residential, please complete a new medication form and send into school as soon as possible.

Mrs Chadwick will then be available upon our return to sign out any medication and hand this back to you. If your child will be remaining in school, then transport will be made aware so that they can ensure it reaches you safely. 

Bendrigg require all parents and carers to complete an online form in which you will be asked for any medical or/and dietary requirements.
