Hello Class 5

Happy New Year!
The home learning each week is created to allow every child in Class 5 to access each lesson. The abilities of each child in the class are all very different. Therefore, there are ‘challenges’ and further suggestions to try if you believe they are appropriate for your child. Maths activities can be adapted to use bigger or smaller numbers if you believe your child works better at the higher or lower numbers. 
Twice a day (10am and 2pm) we do OT as a class these are usually ‘go noodle’ dances, a walk or a physical game such as Simon says. If you type ‘go noodle’ into YouTube there are lots of dances the children enjoy. You may want to incorporate these into your daily schedule. At 2.30 each day we have snack and then reward time. This is also something you may want to include in your daily schedule.
Each day at 1pm we also do phonics. There are ‘jolly phonics’ songs on YouTube to listen to and lots of games online such as phonics play and top marks. Log ins for these are on the school home learning page.
YouTube has some great indoor PE activities such as ‘cosmic kids yoga’ and ‘joe wicks’ work outs from last lockdown. Don’t forget to check the school website ‘home learning’ for access to online games such as ‘helpkidz’ learn and numeracy warm up.

Alongside the learning grid above I have also added a week long ‘project’, I will change this each week. This project is a combination of different subjects and topics we are currently following in school. The projects will mean that you can incorporate art, science, history, geography, life skills, music and PSHE as well as English and maths. They are more practical so will hopefully break the day up. These are designed for you to dip in and out of during the week whenever you have time. 

Please could you record any work you have completed on evidence for learning. Adding pictures will be great for us to see in school, it will also allow me to comment back and add any extra ideas or challenges that are personalised to your child.

Design a healthy plate of food

Make a healthy snack

Make an exercise routine for you or your family to carry out each day – star jumps, stretching, jogging. 

How many pieces of fruit do you have in your fridge/fruit bowl?
Can you identify any unhealthy treats in your cupboards?
Can you make a sweet treat? You could make a cake with an adult or a piece of toast and jam. Can you write down the ingredients you used? 

Can you find any cans in your cupboards, what material do you think these are made of? Can you find any food packages in your cupboards that are made of paper, fabric, cardboard, plastic, glass?

Can you find some music which would be good to dance to? Can you design some moves to this music? It could be clapping to the beat, moving your arms, legs or body. 

Can you use a piece of recycling to make music?

Can you get yourself clean and ready for the day? Can you help get yourself dressed, brush your own teeth, wipe or wash your face?
