Cooperate with a partner

Use the counting of plants you did last time, draw a tree, a daisy, a buttercup etc. and write the numbers counted for each one below the picture.

 Count the magic beans I have sent home. Make different amounts each time.

Continue to use the day and weather charts. Talk about the weather each day. Use a collection of clothes and get pupils to sort into summer and winter.

Singing our favourite songs: singing them in loud, quiet, fast, faster, slow, slower voices.

Role play using telephones, talk to each other about what you have been doing, what you have seen on your daily walk etc.

Give me a range of objects both big and small, see if I can sort them into 2 groups. If I find this easy, add a medium size assortment and see if I can sort 3 groups.

Use the action cards pack sent earlier and ask pupils to do the actions on them.  See if you can link some of the actions together e.g. jump, then run, then clap your hands.

Play a game together e.g. pass the parcel, skittles. Any game you have will work, it is all about cooperation and communication.

Cooperate with a partner

Put a bucket of paper flowers at one end of the garden and an empty bucket at the other end. I have to run and transfer the flowers between the 2.

Cooperate with a partner

Make labels for your seed pots, water the seeds – you will need to do this daily.
	SCERTS / PD

Get plastic bottles, sunflower seeds & dried peas, Get me to use my finger and thumb to put the seeds in the bottle. Glue the lid on & use as sensory sound bottles.
	SCERTS / PD

Use a couple of the sunflower seeds and plant them in cups of soil or outside in the garden. Begin a routine of watering them a little each day and keep a watch on how they grow.

Paint a background of different shades of green. You can print this with sponges or do marks with brushes. Leave it to dry.

Buy some seeds – cress is a good one because it grows so quickly but any food seed will do. Fill plastic cups with soil and plant the seeds, water them.

Build a tower of bricks, use a colour pattern. See if I can copy the pattern in my own tower.

Use the green background you made earlier in the week, then use lots of bright colours & your finger tips to dab dots of paint. When you have finished it will look like a field of flowers.
