Dance / Freeze Game
Dance when the music is on, freeze when it stops.
(This is great for attention and listening)

Maths song: Number songs               (Super simple on Youtube)

Counting groups of objects around the house
Extend: ask pupils to make sets of objects

Maths song: Size
Cut out shells of different sizes and get pupils to match them
	SCERTS 
Sensory Circuit
Use some of the activities on the school website to make a sensory circuit e.g. wheelbarrow walking, using scooter-pushing with 1 leg, 2 person row your boat, etc.
	English/Communication 

Share a book about the seaside together – there are some animated ones on line if you do not have one. Ask pupils to point to objects in the pictures or answer simple who/what/where questions.

	SCERTS / PSED
If you have sand put it out, get out the paddling pool, put on your shorts and costumes and role play the beach.
	Phonics

Collect objects beginning with the letter s. 
Say the name of the object and put a little emphasis on the initial s sound.
	Phonics

Put 2 objects in front of your child (only 1 should begin with s sound), point at each one and say the name normally. Can your child find the one beginning with s?
	SCERTS: Cooperate and communicate with a partner

Following on with the beach theme – make sandcastles. Decorate with bottle tops etc. Take a photograph and load onto tapestry.
	SCERTS / PSED

Give me lots of little jobs to do around the house – all the children in our class are used to doing jobs and do them very well!
This week draw a little timetable of 4 jobs for me to do – 1 new one.

	SCERTS / PD
Put sand in a small tray or on a plate. Get pupils to make letter shapes – start with s, our letter for this next couple of weeks. Move to writing their names.
	SCERTS: Cooperate with a partner
Get pupils and siblings to build a small ramp. Give them a range of toy vehicles to roll down the ramp. Which one goes furthest? Fastest? Slowest?
	SCERTS / PD 
If the weather is nice, complete water play in the garden – use fish or boats.
	SCERTS / PD

Ice Cream game

Cut out large ice cream cones and balls of different colours to represent ice cream. Hide the paper balls around the house or garden and get pupils to find them. They should run back to the cone each time they have one.
	SCERTS / PD
Watch Rainbow fish online or read the book if you have it.

Give pupils a card shape of a fish and different papers (you can use magazine pages or newspaper), get them to rip different pieces and stick on their fish to make a rainbow fish of their own. 

	
Expressive arts / Sensory

Make gloop: 2 cups cornflower, 1 cup water – it will make a thick gloopy consistency. Pupils love this but you may want to use it outside – it can get messy!
	Expressive arts
Get pupils to paint or draw a simple beach scene. You can use any art equipment you may have to hand.
	SCERTS: Cooperate with a partner
Play board games together and work on taking turns and being patient.
