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Home Learning Activities 
	English/Communication 
Sensory Starter: Action rhyme: Tommy Thumb (an find on YouTube)
Cut out a sun from card, let child decorate it, make holes around the edge, give pupils a string or wool and get them to thread the holes.
	Maths

Maths song: Ice cream song
 (supersimple songs on You tube)
Draw ice cream cones, get pupils to draw scoops of ice cream on them and count the scoops – if possible get pupil to write the number.
	Maths

Number song: 10 Little sail boats
 (supersimple songs on You tube)

Use boats in small bowl of water, number the boats and ask pupils to catch the correct number using a net or slotted spoon etc.
	SCERTS 
Help make a sandwich.  Use a blunt knife to spread butter/choose a filling.
*pupils should be able to do more for themselves this week
	English/Communication 
Share a book together, look at the pictures and name objects. See if I can find small details in pictures.
If possible you can extend this by asking pupils to find an object beginning with a certain sound.

	SCERTS / PSED
Watch How to wash your hands NHS song on you tube then practice washing hands properly and drying them.
*Sorry but we need to keep practising this one!
	Phonics

Fill socks with things that make sounds – paper, rice, small balls, wooden beads, keys etc. Be sure to fasten the top with string or wool.

Make sounds, can child guess what it is?
	Phonics
During your daily exercise, give pupil a stick or twig – get them to tap on different surfaces as you walk and listen to the different sounds.
	SCERTS
Cooperate and communicate with a partner
Build a beach scene and role play with dinosaurs (if you don’t have these, use any small world figures).
	SCERTS / PSED
Watch How to wash your hands NHS song on you tube then practice washing hands properly and drying them.

Practise putting on socks and shoes, and fastening shoes.

Cooperate with a partner
Help to set the table for lunch, put out the cutlery etc.

In the garden play with a ball, put numbered buckets or boxes out 1-3. Throw balls into them, count scores together.
	SCERTS / PD

Use big paint brushes and water to paint on the outside wall or on the patio – paint dinosaurs, use big sweeping movements of the brush. If it rains you can do this with paint inside and if you have any spare wallpaper use big pieces of this.
	SCERTS / PD
Show an interest in things you see
Go for a walk in the fresh air, look for animals you may see, count birds, dogs etc.

	
Expressive arts / Sensory

Make hand prints with paint, if you have no paint then draw around hands and crayon – make them into dinosaurs 
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	Knowledge and Understanding of the World.
Add a body to your dinosaur face that you made yesterday and decorate with collage bits and pieces that you can find around your house. Give your dinosaur a name e.g. Harryasaurus, Masonarex.
	SCERTS
Communicate with a partner(s)

Use the telephone to call a member of the family and chat, it may be that your child can only listen, but if you explain this to the family member before the call is made, it will be good.
	Expressive arts
Use a long piece of wallpaper, on the white side, and paint grass, hills, water etc. – we will use this next week. All the family can join in this and you can make it as large as possible (Mum/Dad – you may want to put a cloth on the floor before you start!)
	SCERTS 
Play a game with mum, dad or a sibling – practise taking turns and waiting for your turn.
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
