Sensory Starter: Action rhyme: Open shut them (Super simple on YouTube)

Cut out a large dinosaur shape and get me child to use a range of mark making tools to decorate it. I can do this independently or trace patterns that you draw in yellow pencil.

Maths song: Ice cream song   (supersimple songs on You tube)

Draw ice cream cones, give me a number and get me to draw the correct number of ice cream scoops on the cone, extend activity by letting me colour them in. Talk about my favourite flavour.

Use dinosaurs, number them and get pupil to put them in order. Cut out dinosaur eggs from paper and ask pupil to put the correct number with each dinosaur.

Share a book together, look at the pictures and name objects. See if I can find small details in pictures.

If possible you can extend this by asking me to find an object beginning with a certain sound.

Write the letters of my name on pebbles/shells or bottle tops – whatever you have. Hide in sand, let me find them a& then get me to order the letters to make my name (write it for me to copy if I struggle)
