	English
Play musical chairs
*This will encourage pupils to listen, follow instructions and take part in a social game
	Maths

Maths song: Shapes songs on Youtube               

Identifying shapes
Extend: ask pupils to find shapes around the house.
	Maths

Maths song: Size & Shape
Cut out shapes (all shapes should be of 1 type) of different sizes and get pupils to match them.
Get pupils to order them from biggest to smallest.
	SCERTS: Sensory Circuit
Use some of the activities on the school website to make a sensory circuit e.g. wheelbarrow walking, using scooter-pushing with 1 leg, 2 person row your boat, etc.
*I have left this session in because it is so beneficial
	English/Communication 
Make a postcard
Give pupils a piece of paper, 1 side is for drawing a picture of the beach on and the second side is for writing on, make a stamp and stick it on.

	SCERTS / PSED
Make some ice lollies in the freezer, simple juice will be fine. You can add fruit too.
Have a garden picnic and enjoy
	Phonics

Collect objects beginning with the letters a and s
Say the name of the object and put a little emphasis on the initial sounds, hold up either an a or s at same time
	Phonics

Put 2 objects in front of your child (1 beginning with s & one with a) 
Say the name of each object and ask pupil to point to the letter it begins with
	SCERTS: Make chocolate cornflake cakes – draw simple instructions

1.Melt chocolate – parents do this!. 2.Stir in cornflakes and put mix in cases or on tray

Pupils should find and collect all equipment and do mixing etc.
	SCERTS / PSED

Let pupils make drinks, set the table etc. Then you can all sit down and using yesterday’s cakes, have a tea party.   *This is a good activity for communication and following instructions.

	SCERTS / PD
Put sand in a small tray or on a plate. Get pupils to make letter shapes – a & s, our letters for this week. Pupils can start by tracing over your letters & then move to doing their own.
	SCERTS: Cooperate with a partner

Play simple ball games in pairs in the garden – throwing, catching, kicking, bouncing etc.
	SCERTS / PD 
If the weather is nice, complete water play in the garden – transfer water between containers of different shapes and sizes, some of them should be smaller.
	SCERTS / PD

 Find pictures or get pupils to draw a beach scene. Cut the picture into different pieces to make a simple puzzle (just straight sides). Hide the pieces and get pupils to find them. When they have them they put the puzzle together.
	SCERTS / PD: Use a sieve to thread with wool or string.
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Expressive arts: Foam sea

Use shaving foam, add blue colouring or paint – use with boats. Pupils love this but you may want to use it outside – it can get messy!
	Expressive arts
Cut out an octopus shape, get pupils to print on it with round bricks and paint. When dry add cereal hoops to the tentacles.
	SCERTS: Cooperate with a partner
Play board games together and work on taking turns and being patient.
	Knowledge and Understanding of the World.
