Place a small collection of different objects on the table. Describe one in simple terms e.g. brown, 2 ears, a tail. See if I can find what you are describing without you naming the object. If I struggle with this try just naming the objects and see if I can find it then.
	Maths

Maths song: Big and Small               (Little Baby Bum songs on Youtube)

Give me a range of objects both big and small, see if I can sort them into 2 groups. If I find this easy, add a medium size assortment and see if I can sort 3 groups.
	Maths

Maths song: Ice cream song         (Super simple songs on Youtube)

Stick a price on my toys (between 5p and 10p). Give me some 1p coins and play shop with me – can I give you the correct number of coins. Let me be the shopkeeper too.
	SCERTS 
Song: If you’re happy                      (Super simple songs on Youtube)

Talk about simple emotions in the song – what makes us happy or sad or angry.
Draw a happy face / sad face / angry face
	English/Communication 

Share a book together, look at the pictures and name objects. See if I can find small details in pictures.

If possible you can extend this by asking me to find an object beginning with a certain sound.

	SCERTS / PSED
Use the emotions faces that we made yesterday and talk about how we are feeling. Why do we feel like that? This can be done in very simple terms and with simple language/gestures.

Shadow games:This will need to be done on a sunny day – look at your shadows, get them to do funny things, dance together etc.

Give me lots of little jobs to do around the house – all the children in our class are used to doing jobs and do them very well!

Cooperate with a partner
Buy some seeds – cress is a good one because it grows so quickly but any food seed will do. Fill plastic cups with soil and plant the seeds, water them.

Cooperate with a partner
Make labels for your seed pots, water the seeds – you will need to do this daily.
	SCERTS / PD 
Play pass the parcel, make lots of layers and stick with tape so pupils have to rip or tug at the paper to open each layer.
	SCERTS / PD

Use a small sheet and a balloon or light ball. All hold sides of the sheet and bouncy the balloon / ball. See how long you can keep it moving without dropping it (may be best done in the garden).

Put a bucket of soft toys at one end of the garden and an empty bucket at the other end. Put circles of card on the floor. I have to run in and out the circles to the toy bucket, collect a toy and run back to the empty bucket.
