Get creative and have fun

Try making your own amazon rainforest shoe box (see downloadable sheet)

Using torches try and make some shadow puppets. Can you guess what each shadow is meant to be?

Have fun using lego – create something new, why not build a friend or a home for your stick man?

Using a computer or phone why don’t you make your own video. This could be a mini news report, a tour of your room or a video of you dancing.

On a walk see how many numbers you can spot out and about.

Have a game of snap if you have some cards.

Using a magazine or scraps, create a collage piece of art.

Take turns hiding something in the room, when the other person gets close to the object say hot, when they are far away say cold.

Try making your own necklace using pasta, beads, buttons etc and some string.

Why don’t you make a puppet show with your puppet you have made, you could record this using a phone or tablet.
