Can you use ordinal numbers in a range of contexts?
E.g. 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th etc.
	Maths - Shape
Can you identify the shape that is being described?
Adult – “Can you pick up the shape with 3 corners? Etc.”
	Maths – Time
Can you identify what time it is during the day using non-formal concepts of time?  E.g. dinner time, play time, tea time, bed time etc.
	Maths – Capacity
Can you investigate volume?  How many cups does it take to fill a container? Repeat with different sized containers.
