With your numberline practise counting backwards eg 10 to 1. Then practise counting backwards from any number eg from 3, from 7.


	Maths

With your numberline, practise counting in 2’s from 2 to 10.

	English

We are still thinking about instructions. Continue playing Simons Says with an adult, use some of the positional words from the other week’s maths (eg in front, behind, on top, next to). Listen carefully and remember to only do what Simon Says.

	English

Continue playing the robot / controller game with an adult using some of the positional words. The controller gives the instructions, the robot has to do exactly what the controller says Eg Put the teddy under the table. Take turns being the robot and the controller.

	English

Think about how you made your sculpture in Art. Can you say this as an instruction? It might start with put/glue/cut etc. Say the instruction aloud, count the words in the sentence and remember it. Tell an adult your instruction and write it together.
